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A Note from Pastor Norm 
 
 
Even before the Evangelical Lutheran Church in America adopted the five-year Book of Faith initiative, 
Augsburg Fortress, the publishing arm of the ELCA, had begun work on a Lutheran Study Bible. 
 
Many of you ordered a copy sight unseen last December, perhaps induced by the pre-publication offer of a 
35% discount.  That shipment arrived in March, and we have begun to explore the wealth of study aids 
incorporated into this New Revised Standard Version (NRSV) translation of the Holy Scriptures. 
 
For each book of the Bible there is an introduction, including historical background and an overview of the 
key themes and messages of each of the biblical writings.  The study notes provide explanations on the World 
of the Bible (people, places, and events), Bible Concepts (theological themes and insights), Lutheran 
Perspectives (teachings and practices), and Faith Reflections (questions for reflection and discussion).  In 
addition, there are charts, illustrations, diagrams, and maps to help us understand the context of the sacred 
writings.  If you value a daily Bible reading guide, there are three levels or paths for each day of the year. 
 
We are in the process of placing an order for another shipment of Lutheran Study Bibles.  Hardback copies are 
available for $24.50 (a 30% discount off the $35 published price).  If you would like one or more copies for 
personal use or for gifts, give your name and money to Pastor Norm or Mary Faulkner in the church office by 
May 17.  After that date we can still order Bibles, but we lose the 30% discount for orders of 10 or more copies.   
 
I have several study Bibles in my library.  Except for the Bible which contains 36-years worth of my hand-
written notes, Lutheran Study Bible ranks among the best of the bunch.  Here is a summary statement from the 
LSB Introduction: 
 
“The Bible is an exciting but challenging book.  It can be difficult to understand.  We hope Lutheran Study Bible 
will be a valuable guide and companion to your reading and study of the Bible.  We hope it does indeed help 
you become more fluent in Scripture, the first language of faith.  As we become more fluent in God’s life-giving, 
renewing Word, we are better equipped to live out our Christian faith for the sake of the world,” (page 18).

1 (15 oz.) can beef broth 
1 tsp. dried basil leaves 
1 tsp. dried oregano leaves 
½ tsp. garlic powder (more if you like) 
1 medium onion, chopped 
1 (16 oz.) package frozen cheese ravioli (small) 
2 baby zucchini 
2 baby yellow squash 
¼ cup grated parmesan cheese

3. Add ravioli and squash to the pot and cook until the 
ravioli is done.

Reaching Young Adults

Two years later, he is working with young adults in the ELCA South Carolina 
Synod to begin a synod-wide Young Adult Movement.   
 

Through ELCA grants and with encouragement from the synod, the Young Adult Movement gathers young adults into

As a special project, the Young Adult Movement will equip participants to educate their congregations 
about the ELCA World Hunger Appeal.  
 

 “Young adults in their 20s and 30s have been called ‘ the absent generation’  because they did not seem interested in being 
part of the church,”  said Wollner. “Now, we’re inviting and encouraging the ‘present generation.’ ”

Sent Out to Serve Others 
Fort Wayne, Ind. 
 

Come2go ministries began in 2003 by transforming an inner city warehouse in Fort Wayne, Ind., into a musical, 
coffeehouse atmosphere. One come2go member, Brad Etter, said the goal is to reach those “who otherwise wouldn’ t want 
to pull open heavy church doors.”  
 

The Rev. Mark Minnick said the ministry’s name implies action: “The ‘go’  in come2go ministries is about responding to 
one’s personal faith by going out to serve others.”  
 

“ It is wonderful seeing people become active in ministry as a response to their faith,”  Minnick explained. 
 

Etter is one who responded to the call. He was baptized at come2go and has been a member for almost five years. Etter, a 
surgical trauma unit computer technician, said, “The congregation was there for me when my parents died.”  
 

“Now I have a relationship with Christ and other congregation members,”   Etter added. “ I have more of a purpose.”  
 

Members form “Go Teams” that visit nursing homes, the local juvenile center, and local taverns to share hope. Come2go 
also sponsors an urban youth outreach center. 
 

Sunday worship is complemented with weekly concerts by local and national acts. Concerts are recorded, edited, and 
aired on local television. Many have praised come2go ministries as the best small performance venue in northern Indiana. 
 

ELCA Evangelical Outreach and Congregational Mission unit grants—made possible through your mission support—
have helped sustain come2go ministries, in addition to funding from the ELCA Indiana-Kentucky Synod, 
charitable foundations, and individuals.
